Eyal Ben-Reuven 
has served six years as 
head of the military 
colleges in Israel (The 
National Defense College, 
The Staff College, and 
The College of Tactical 
Command). He was 
commander in the North 
Front of the second 
Lebanon War and served 
as commander of the first 
digitized armored division 
in the Israeli Defense 
Forces (IDF). He holds a 
BA in political science, MA 
in defense studies from 
Haifa University and is a 
graduate of Carlyle War 
College in the U.S.

Minister Silvan 
Shalom
was born in Gabès, 
Tunisia and made Aliyah 
to Israel in 1959. He 
presently serves as Vice 
Prime Minister, Minister of 
Regional Development, 
and Minister of the 
Development of the 
Negev and Galilee. He 
holds a BA in Economics 
as well as LLB Law Degree; 
MA in Public Policy and 
is a certified CPA. He has 
served as Deputy Prime 
Minister, Minister of 
Foreign Affairs, Minister of 
Finance, Deputy Minister 
of Defense and Minister of 
Science and Technology.

Eeki (Itshak) Elner
A former executive director 
of the “Constitution for 
Israel” movement which 
earned him the title 
by media as one of the 
‘Fathers’ of Israel’s struggle 
of freedom of religious 
choice, Elner retired and 
established a national 
training center – the Israeli 
Leadership Institute (ILI) in 
Sderot to develop future 
generations of public and 
political leaders for the State 
of Israel. Elner served as a 
press-officer to the Minister 
of Education and a political 
advisor to the Minister of 
Environmental-Affairs and 
holds a degree in political 
science.

Brigadier General 
(Res.) Oded Tyrah
served in several key 
positions with the IDF 
among them are Chief 
Artillery Officer and 
Training Department 
Deputy. He is currently 
President and Chairman 
of ‘Phoenicia USA-Israel’; 
former president of 
the Israeli Industrialists 
Association; former Board 
of Director Chairman for 
America-Israel Investments 
Ltd. He holds a degree 
in Industrial Engineering 
and Management from 
the Israeli Institute of 
Technology in Haifa. 



Eyal Arad
is the President of Arad 
Communications a leading 
public relations firm in 
Israel. He is a senior political 
strategist with experience 
managing national 
campaigns such as: Ehud 
Olmert’s election campaign 
for prime minister with 
“Kadima” (2006); Ariel 
Sharon’s election campaign 
for prime minister 
(2001), (2003); Benjamin 
Netanyahu’s election 
campaign for prime 
minister (1996). Arad served 
as spokesman for the Israeli 
Delegation to the U.N. 
between 1985-1988. 

Calev Myers
works as a partner at 
Yehuda Raveh & Co. 
Law Offices. He served 
as Legal Counsel to 
the Chairman of the 
Knesset Social Welfare 
Lobby; and works with 
Knesset Members and 
Government Ministers 
to provide relief for 
impoverished sectors of 
the Israeli Society. Calev 
is founder and Chief 
Counsel of the Jerusalem 
Institute of Justice (JIJ), a 
non-profit organization 
which grants legal 
representation to Israeli 
residents suffering civil 
discrimination on the 
basis of their religious 
background.

Brigadier General 
(Res.) Gal Hirsch
has led Israel’s fight against 
terror for 25 years as a 
commander of several 
elite units and as a field 
officer with the IDF. He 
holds an MBA Degree 
from Tel-Aviv University 
and graduated from the 
Advanced Operational 
Course in the IDF. AS J3 in 
the central command, BG 
Hirsch devised, planned 
and led the IDF in its large 
scale operations against 
terror ‘Operation Defensive 
Wall’. BG Hirsch served as 
the Commander of the 
IDF’s ‘Officers School’ (the 
Israeli WestPoint) and is the 
co-founder and chairman of 
Defensive Shield Holdings, 
Ltd.

Alon Ben-David 
is a television and print 
journalist, currently senior 
defense correspondent 
for Israel’s Channel 
10 and Middle East 
correspondent for Jane’s 
Defense Weekly. He holds 
a BA in Political Science 
from Tel Aviv University 
and a Master’s in Public 
Administration from 
Harvard University. He 
covered Israel’s 2000 
withdrawal from Lebanon 
and the second ‘Intifada’. 
He has been covering 
Israeli military affairs 
for over 20 years and 
travels throughout the 
world lecturing on topics 
relating to the Middle 
East.
